Registration, Set Up, Scoring, Program Aide 
Time Required: ½ to All day of event 

 
Christmas  

Facilitate allocation and distribution of gifts, Gift wrapping 
Assist or sponsor holiday party 

Time required: 3 hrs. To 1 week once a year 
 

Easter 
Serve refreshments, prepare goody bags, help with photography, set up and clean up 

Time required: 3 hours Once a year 
 

Graduation 
Set up and decorate reception hall, serve refreshments, make graduates and families feel special 

Time required: 3 hours Once a year 
 

Create an Event 
(Idea: “Back to School”  

Collect Jeans and Capris and cute shirts for students 
In preparation for school) 

Time Required:  You’re in charge, Once a year 
 

Small Steps Birthday Cake Fund 
Contribute to providing a Birthday Cake for each Small Steps Student 

Time Required:  5 minutes to write a check 
 

Field Trip Underwriter 
Help with costs of Field trips for Small Steps Students

Time required: Variable.  Training required. 

 
 

Administrative Opportunities 
Filing, Computer support, Mailings, Assembling literature, Updating files 

Time Required: Flexible, Possible 2 hour block of time 
 
 

Professional Opportunities 
Counseling, Legal, Medical 

Assisting our families in each of these areas is an ongoing need 
Time Required: “on call”, case specific 

 
 

Marketing/ Public Relations 
Use your professional knowledge to assist Small Steps in garnering media attention 

 
 

Teacher Appreciation
